The MassMailer
The goal

The goal of the MassMailer is to help to administrator in creating lists of emails. Administrator can create different lists of emails (maillists) from different email sources. Also the MassMailer can operate with created maillists in the Communigate Pro.
An owner account

Each maillist should belong to the real mailbox – an owner account in the same domain.
Note! These mailboxes should be created in the Communigate first.

A Maillist
Each Maillist has a name and it always belongs to some mail account in the same domain - the Maillist owner. A Maillist contains a list of subscribers, and it maintains several mailboxes in the list owner account domain. Those Mailboxes are used to store and archive postings, generate digests, store subscription requests and error reports.
Maillist inherits some main features from mailbox, so the name of the maillist should looks like a mailbox name and it should be unique in the domain. Thus, one maillist can belongs to only one owner account.
An Emails source
An Email source is a plug-in to the MassMailer which sends request to some project (where administrator wants to get emails from) and receives emails list. Each maillist can contain more than one email sources.
The MassMailer main menu
Emails – allows to administrator create/modify owner accounts. 

Maillists – allows to administrator to create/modify maillists. It allows to change maillist name, maillist owner account and to select desired emails sources. The algorithm of creating and using maillist will be described below.
Emails sources – allows to administrator (with superuser privileges) to add/modify emails source plug-ins. It expects the name of a class and a file will match described rules.
Exclude emails – allows administrator to add/modify emails which will be excluded from the maillist. Each email can be excluded from one or more maillists. Please note, subscribed recipient can unsubscribe from certain maillist manually by sending an email to $mailist_name$-unsubscribe@dir.bg. Subscribers monitor (a part of server-sided scripts) checks maillist subscribers, scans for unsubscribed emails and put them to the exclude list automatically.
Note! Please, keep in mind that changing email owner account name which has existing maillist bound and created in the Communigate, will lead to killing existing maillist and creating the new one (current subscribers will be migrated to the new maillist). The same action will be performed in case of changing maillist name and owner account.
MassMailer emails - manually included emails source – it’s an internal MassMailer emails source. Administrator can add some emails (which can’t be fetched from other emails sources) to this source and use this source in some maillist.
The algorithm of creating and using maillists
Let’s assume we have already created in the Communigate and registered in the MassMailer real mailbox account. Also we have some emails sources prepared and registered in the MassMailer.
We have first create maillist: enter maillist name (it should be like an email account name with @dir.bg suffix), choose owner account, select desired emails sources and press “save” button. Choosing owner account and emails sources aren’t obligatory, but without selecting them it’s not possible to do next steps.
After owner selected and emails sources chose the yellow button “Start collecting emails from selected sources” will be displayed at the maillist editing screen. By pressing this button the MassMailer will start receiving emails from selected sources filtering emails listed in the “Exclude emails”. It will display the quantity of emails got from each list, and total quantity after filtering. So, from this moment the field “Emails listed” filled with the total quantity of emails. It’s possible to view this list or download it as a text file to the disk.
And after this step new yellow button “Verify emails and build maillist for Communigate” appears at the maillist editing screen. By pressing this button the MassMailer send a request to the server-side script to verify listed emails and create/update maillist in the Communigate. It’s possible to check current state of the process in “State” field. After it finishes without errors, it’s a signal – the maillist created (if not created yet), subscribers list updated and administrator can login into the Communigate and operate with this maillist in usual way.
Note! The orange color of the field ‘Last update at” means the list emails were got from sources plug-ins more than 1 hour ago, and it’s better to reget the emails.
